1- What is a data type, and how does Access use it? Why is it important to choose the right data type for a field before you start entering data in the table?
ANS:


The data type defines the type of data the field will contain. Access uses the data type to ensure that the right kind of data is entered in a field. It is important to choose the right data type for a field before entering data in the table. This is necessary because, if the data types are not compatible, such as a text entry in a field whose data type accepts numbers only, data may be lost.
2- Explain the difference between a validation rule and validation text.
ANS:


A validation rule constitutes an expression that defines the acceptable values in a field. Validation text is an explanatory message that appears if a user attempts to enter invalid information in a text field for which there is a validity check.
3- Describe a form and its use in a database.
ANS:


A form is a database object used primarily to display records onscreen to make it easier to enter new records and to edit existing records. Forms are based on an underlying table, and include design control elements. Forms often use calculations to summarize data that is not listed on the actual table. They enable the user to access data in the tables without having to sift through many lines of data to find the exact record.
4- What is the report feature in Access used for?
ANS:


The report feature in Access enables one to create professional and sophisticated reports. It is a document that includes text formats, styles and layouts that enhance the display of information. In addition, one can group data in reports to achieve specific results. One can then display summary information, by group, to enable the reader to further analyze the data.
