Part-2
Creating Frames using Microsoft FrontPage

Purpose

The purpose of this lab is to use Microsoft FrontPage to create a Frame layout for Web Pages.

By the end of this lab, you will accomplish the following tasks:

· Start frames pages.

· Create contents (2-column) frames layout.

· Insert an existing web page in the right frame (set initial page).

· Create a new web page in the left frame

· Preview your Page

· Save your Work

Procedure

1. Starting Frames Pages

Locate FrontPage and start it. Once opened, select New from the File menu.
From the Task Pane click on More Page Templates.

Click the Frames Pages tab in the New dialog box. See Figure 1.

Select the Contents layout (its style is shown in the Preview area, which is a 2-column layout). 

Explore the other Frames layouts to become familiar with them.

2. Contents Frames 

Once the contents Frame layout is selected, click OK. The new contents frame will appear as shown in Figure 2. (Hint:  Be sure that the Normal tab is active in the lower left hand corner of the window)

We will use the left frame for hyperlinks, and the right frame for the display area. 

Clicking on any link in the left frame will make its contents appear in the right frame.

In the next two steps, you will do the following:

1. In the right frame, you will insert your web page that you created in the first Front Page lab, or your welcome.html file. 

2. In the left frame, you will create a new web page that includes hyperlinks.

3. Setting an initial page:

Setting an initial page refers to inserting an existing web page. 

a) Click the [Set Initial Page] button in the right frame. 

b) The select File dialog box will appear as in Figure 3.

As shown in Figure 3:

c) Insert your web page from the previous Front Page lab, your welcome.htm web page, or any text page you choose (not a frame layout), by looking for it in the Look in box. 

d) Once the file is located, select it and Click OK. The file will automatically appear in the right frame (Figure 4).

(Hint: If you can’t find a web page, you may choose the New Page button, instead of the Set Initial Page button, and proceed in creating the page from scratch. The next step will show how to use this option).

4. Creating a New Page

In this step, you will create a new page that includes an image you choose, the University of Pittsburgh logo, or the Pittsburgh Panthers logo. You will also include a few hyperlinks:

a) Click on the New Page button in the left frame. 

b) A new blank page in the left frame will appear as in Figure 5.

(Hint: You may change the width of the left frame by moving the arrow over the border column between the left and right frames, and then dragging to the desired width).

c) Load an image of your choice at the top of the left frame, or the Pitt Panthers logo.

The image can be inserted from a file or from the ClipArt. 

The Pitt or Panthers logos can be obtained from the course anonymous ftp site (ftp.cs.pitt.edu), from the lab manual CD, or from (http://www.pitt.edu).     

d) Include hyperlinks to:
· Your home page

· The University of Pittsburgh

· Introduction to PC & the Internet (CS110)

Feel free to add any links in addition or instead of these links.

Each time you enter the name of the link, highlight it, right-click, and then enter the http URL and click OK.  See Figure 6.

5.  Previewing Your Page

Now that you have the image and the hyperlinks completed in the left frame, and your page already in the right frame, it is time to see what it would look like if it was already posted on the web.  

To preview your page, click on the preview tab in the lower left corner (Figure 7).  

You may also select [File | Preview in Browser] to see how exactly the page will appear when loaded in the browser.

6.  Saving Your Work

To save your page, select [File|Save or Save As].

You will be prompted to save each frame with its own name. See Figure 8.

Name the main frames file as <yourname_Frame.htm> (i.e. Michelle_Navoney_Frame.htm).

Name the left frame as <yourname_leftFrame.htm> (i.e. Michelle_Navoney_LeftFrame.htm).

The right frame is already named (yourname_page.htm or welcome.htm), so there is no need to name, unless you have created one from scratch, in which case, you will need to name it <yourname_rightFrame.htm>.

Save your frames page to the location of your choice.

7. Viewing the Frames in the Browser

After saving the frames, Front Page will allow you to view the frames within a web browser.

a) 
Click on the hyperlinks that you just created, and verify that they are working correctly.

b)
Click on the University of Pittsburgh link. It should appear on the right frame (Figure 9).

c)
Capture the window of the browser and print a copy of it

 (refer to activity sheet item #1).

d)
In the browser, select [View | Source] to view the source code of the frames (Figure 10).

You are done. To use this frame layout web page in the Internet, transfer all HTML files and images to a server that is connected to the Internet  (i.e. to your html directory on the Unixs computers at the University of Pittsburgh, America On-Line, or any authorized Web server).
