Creating a Frame Layout 

(10 points)

The purpose of this practice is to apply the html tags introduced in the Frames Lab, and to create a frame layout as listed below.
Do the following: 

a) Using Notepad, create a file called sites.htm.  Include your name as this file's heading.  

This file should contain a hyperlink to the Pitt home page and a hyperlink to your own homepage. 


(Note that the URL of the Pitt home page is:  http://www.pitt.edu .) 

b) Create another file called  FramePractice.htm. Use the necessary HTML tags to create two columns in this file.  

The left-hand column should fill 20% of the screen's width.  Name the right-hand column "display". The file sites.htm should appear in the left-hand column when FramePractice.htm is viewed in a web browser.  


Your own homepage  (URL:  http://www.pitt.edu/~your-user-name) should appear in the right-hand column when FramePractice.htm is viewed in a web browser.

c) Within sites.htm, add the necessary tags to 'target' each website (Pitt homepage and your homepage) to the display window created in FramePractice.htm in part (c).

d)  Load the frames in a web browser and capture the browser’s window showing all frames.

Print the captured window and print the source code of the files sites.htm and FramePractice.htm
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
